	Amy reported an uncomplicated pregnancy with Emma. Emma was born via ceserean section weighing 7 pounds, 6 ounces. No special cares were needed after birth. Amy reported that Emma had difficulty latching on while nursing and she was never interested in using a pacifier. Emma had six or seven ear infections. She also had RSV as an infant. She has not yet been to the dentist. Emma eats a variety of foods and loves to snack throughout the day.  Emma has not yet visited a dentist; her mom would like to find out which dentists in town accept Medical Assistance.  Amy learns about appropriate nutrition by attending WIC Clinics.

	Vision/Hearing (Screening, Glasses, Hearing Aids, History of Ear Infections):
Emma had a Newborn Hearing Screening, which she passed. She has not had an updated hearing evaluation. Amy is not concerned about Emma’s ability to hear, but she thinks Emma has selective hearing sometimes. Emma has not had a vision evaluation. Her mom does not have any concerns about Emma’s eyesight.

	Emma’s mom describes her as a happy and independent child. She always runs to greet her mom when she comes home from work and she loves to cuddle when she is getting tired. Emma uses approximately 20 single words to communicate. Her mother reports that Emma is struggling to make her wants and needs known. She is able to point to let her mom know what she wants. She is not yet combining words into short phrases. Emma’s expressive language skills are at a 21 month level, according to the Preschool Language Scale-4. Amy has recently been encouraging Emma to use words to request more food or drink during mealtimes. She reports this strategy is starting to work as Emma says “more” or “all done” instead of pushing her plate off the table. Amy is trying to set up the environment so that Emma has a need to communicate. 
Amy does not have concerns about Emma’s understanding of language. Emma’s receptive language skills are at a 28 month level, according to the Preschool Language Scale-4. Emma follows directions and answers yes/no questions appropriately. She points to pictures in books and points to 7 body parts upon request.  

Emma is starting to show aggressive behaviors when her mom doesn’t understand her and will bite or hit when she gets frustrated. She sometimes plays with children who live next door but often cries or yells when she can’t communicate her wants and needs. Amy would like Emma to attend a playgroup to be with other kids her own age. Amy is nervous about how Emma will handle communicating with other kids in a group situation. Emma tolerates most transitions well but cries when her mom goes to work. She is cared for by Amy’s boyfriend or a neighbor friend during work hours. Emma’s social skills are around a 24 month level, according to the Early Learning Accomplishment Profile.

	Emma loves to look at books and prefers to turn the pages on her own. Her mom is able to look at books with Emma during her bedtime routine. Emma points to pictures and then looks at her mom to name the picture she is pointing to. Emma’s mom is starting to encourage Emma to name the pictures she knows and mom is adding a word to Emma’s response to expand her phrase.  
Emma loves to play with dolls and she engages her mom by handing her a doll and a bottle to play with her. Emma feeds her baby dolls and puts them in a stroller for a walk. Emma’s babysitter said Emma likes to play with playdough and she imitates making snakes and balls. She also imitates the gestures for her favorite songs, including “The Wheels on the Bus.” Emma’s mom says she seems to remember her favorite restaurant, as Emma says “num num” when she sees the restaurant sign. 
Emma follows directions during play and she finds a familiar object from another room when she hears her mom talking about her favorite toy. Emma likes puzzles and will sometimes require assistance to find the correct spot. One of Emma’s favorite activities is coloring with crayons but this activity is limited, as she likes to color on the walls. She imitates her brother while he works on his homework by drawing lines on paper. Her fine motor and cognitive skills are at a 27 month level, according to the Early Learning Accomplishment Profile.

	Emma eats with a spoon and fork and does not seem to mind when her fingers get messy. She eats a variety of foods, including fruits and vegetables and loves to drink chocolate milk. She drinks from a covered cup and has tried to drink from an open cup.  She loves to be outside but her mom is worried as she just takes off running when they are out and doesn’t respond to her mom saying “stop.” Emma’s mom is worried about her safety when they are out at the park or shopping. Emma climbs up the slide steps and slides down without help. She loves to swing and her mom is using strategies to help her communicate when she wants more pushes or is all done. Emma pushes other kids at the playground when they have something she wants, as she does not say words like “mine” to communicate her needs. She does not put inedible items in her mouth. Emma loves bath time and swimming.
Emma is able to walk up the stairs to her room and walks down the stairs holding onto the wall or railing. She can throw balls and sometimes trips when she tries to kick a ball. Emma jumps in place and can jump off the bottom stair at home.
Emma likes to use her mom’s pen to imitate lines and circles on paper. She builds towers of 7 cubes and also imitates making block designs, especially making trains.

Emma is a deep sleeper at night and occasionally takes an hour nap in the afternoon. She will oftentimes fall asleep during car rides. She can undress independently but sometimes gets stuck in her shirt. She gets frustrated dressing herself and mornings are stressful because of that, according to her mom. She is not yet showing much interest in toilet training. She will eat with a spoon and dries her own hands.
Emma’s gross motor skills are at a 28 month level, fine motor skills are at a 27 month level and self help skills are at a 30 month level, according to the Early Learning Accomplishment Profile.
