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Assessment Process to Develop Initial IFSP
Additional procedures if needed to determine developmental functioning in 5 areas, vision, hearing, nutrition and health
status. Identify the child’s unique strengths and needs; family’s strengths, resources, priorities, and concerns (voluntary)
and child’s natural environments, routines, activities and desired future activities.
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IFSP team meets to develop the IFSP within 45 days of referral for evaluation.

e Develop outcomes: Family & child focused.

¢ Identify appropriate services to meet outcomes.

e Written prior notice about services offered is given before family signs consent to IFSP.
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Provide Early Intervention Services and Supports on IFSP under guidelines of DHS 90.
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Update IFSP

e Written prior notice is given about changes to plan/services before family signs consent.
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Transition discussion with family

e Develop transition outcome
e Explain last day in B-3 program
e Written prior notice about transition/last day decisions is given before family signs consent.
