Note: Selected applicant will be required to undergo HIPPA and IRB trainings.  
Note: Aside from qualifications listed, preference will be given to the student who is interested in development, and can work in the lab 8-10 hours/week during the 2011-2012 academic years. 
Responsibilities include: Entering and manipulating data in various spreadsheets and databases (85%); additional responsibilities include lab report writing, lab maintenance and miscellaneous lab duties, image calibration, and speech analysis (15%). Also, additional office duties assigned as needed.
Pay and Hours: Hourly rate is based on knowledge and experience. Expect about 10 work hours per week.
